 4 Seasons Wood Stain is a Micro-Porous, decorative finish for timber that gives protection against decay and the effects of weathering. It is suitable for both hard and softwoods, internal or external, new or old timber.

4 Seasons is a low viscosity liquid that can be applied by brush, roller or spray. It has an optimum drying time to ensure maximum absorption into the timber. This enhances the appearance of the timber grain and leaves a slight sheen finish. 
4 Seasons is not designed to build up on the surface therefore it will not chip or crack. 4 Seasons contains a fungicide to prevent mould growth, water repellent to prevent moisture ingress but allows the timber to breathe, along with quality pigments that protect the treatment from the effects of UV degradation. 4 Seasons is designed to penetrate into the timber this means preservative effect is deeper. All these benefits give long lasting performance and longer periods between maintenance.

Preparation
To get best results the timber should be prepared before applying  4 Seasons Wood Stain. The timber should be clean, dry and free from oil or resin. Some timbers can contain large amounts of resin or wax which can effect drying times. In these instances it is best to wipe the timber with White Spirit before application.

On old timber that may have been previously treated with stains, paint or varnish it is important to remove these coatings to allow the stain to penetrate. Sanding in the direction of the grain will normally be sufficient. If there is algae or lichen growth this should be removed and treated with a surface fungicide before application.

Application
4 Seasons Wood Stain should be well stirred before application to ensure consistent colour. It can be applied by brush or roller in the direction of the grain. Normally two coats are applied allowing 4-8 hours between coats. After coating timber and for best results, allow to stand for a few minutes and then wipe over with a lint free cloth.

Maintenance
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4 Seasons Wood Stain will last for at least 5 years in normal service. When maintenance is required it will necessitate a light wash down with a cloth soaked in White Spirit as preparation, followed by one or two coats of  4 Seasons Stain depending on how much degradation of the surface has occurred. 4 Seasons Top Coat may be used to rejuvenate Wood back to the original stain colour or used as a semi-gloss finish.
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Coverage
This will depend on the type of timber but the following guide can be used:- 
Softwood sanded:
 5 – 12 square metres per litre.

Softwood sawn:

 8 – 15 square metres per litre
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Corresponding figures for hardwood will be higher. 

The coverage of the first coat will be lower than subsequent coats

Packaging

2.5 litre metal containers.
Colour Range
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Water repellents prevent moisture ingress but allows the timber to breathe, this enhances the life of the stain and the timber, maintenance times are reduced as a result.
